Intuitive Entry gives Error Free Input

Version 3.2.1 of PSL Datatrack has been released and includes the addition of Component/Drawing
Images in Work Orders, Filtered Search Lists and enhancements to PSL Datatrack’s intuitive entry

system.

Component/Drawing Imaging (Works Orders)

Component Imaging is now included in Works
Orders and can display either a photograph of
the component in two attitudes, as per the
graphic below, or a single photograph of the
component(s) and an image of the component
drawing for recall by the system display
program.

The user can mix and match images to choice
by saving them to separately defined folders.

The component drawing can be printed from
the Works Order thereby ensuring that only the
correct issue drawing is used for production.

Images can include photographs of special

workholding and location requirements for
fixtures and jigs.
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Filtered Search Lists (Work Orders)
The new Filtered Search list feature integrated into the Works Orders system offers a means to define the
selection criteria to show only the Works Orders you wish to work with during any session.

’ The list of Works Orders can be filtered to suit almost any requirement you may have.

’ You can save a filtered list when you leave the Works Order module to enable it to default to the same
selection criteria next time you open the list or module.

> You can set the system to open either the listing or the detailed record by default.
’ You can use the list to ‘goto’ any Works Order simply be double-clicking the Works Order number field.

’ You can sort the list by any column simply by clicking the column header.

The following examples show you just some of the possibilities made available by the Filtered Search list
feature.
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xample Filtered by specific account name/all orders

All Outstanding Orders

This gives all users of the Works Orders module the ability to work with any specific orders without the
need to move through the whole database or use a number of list boxes or individual searches or finds.

The Filtered Search facility gives full WILD CARD searching on every field in the listing page

Intuitive Entry gives Error Free Input

Intuitive entry has been designed and will be enhanced over the next few versions to assist in the faster input of error-
free data. When a ‘goto’ is used from a module, and a suitable necessary selection made, the system will fill in any
relevant details without any need for typing.

An example of this is when you wish to purchase material for a Works Order, you can ‘goto’ Purchase Orders and
select the supplier as normal. When you ‘Add line’ and enter ‘m’ for material, the system will complete the works order
number and material requirement for you.

Example two is when entering quotations, the system can auto-number operation sequences for you, and memorises

each operation description you have typed. If operation descriptions repeat, you can select them from a list box
without having to type them again.

Quotations - Op Description Memory

Operation descriptions and process requirements are now automatically memorised by the system and can be recalled
at any time for subsequent use without retyping.
